IC:  The Altar Rosary Society Prayer List for 2021 has been revised.  Some of the names were inadvertently omitted from the list, so this is an updated one.  Please pick yours up in the gathering space of the church.
SJ & IC:  Saint Blaise Day is Wednesday, February 3, 2021.  According to information received from Bishop Mark, the pastor/priest will bless throats as follows on the weekends before and after February 3rd:  “the Blessing of throats is to be given to all who are gathered and not individually.  The pastor/priest gives the blessing to all assembled by extending hands, without crossed candles over the people while saying the prayer of blessing.  Those together respond, AMEN.”  

SJ & IC:  Ash Wednesday, February 17, 2021, is the being of the Lenten Season.  We will distribute ashes as usual but, according to recommendations from Rome and a directive from Bishop Mark, the pastor will pray a silent prayer over the ashes then “sprinkle” the ashes on the top of the heads instead of placing ashes on individual foreheads.
SJ & IC:  Sunday, March 28,2021 is Palm Sunday.  Bishop Mark has issued the following recommendation for the blessing and distribution of palm.  “The pastor/priest greets the people, blesses the palms while reciting the prayer, and reads the Gospel.  This may occur at the main entrance of the Church, or in front of the altar.  The pastor/priest then proceeds to the chair for the Opening Prayer.  The Mass continues as usual.  The palms are NOT to be distributed to the people before the blessings.  Palm should be made available at the conclusion of Mass.  This may be done by having them placed near the exits or having persons (wearing masks and gloves) handing them to the faithful as they exit the church.”
SJ & IC:  Our Holy Father, Pope Francis, has designated 2021 as the YEAR of SAINT JOSEPH.  May I suggest that you consider purchasing and reading “Sant Joseph, His Life and His Role in the Church Today” by Louise Bourassa Perrotta, with a foreword by Father Benedict Groeschel, CFR.
IC & SJ:  We have Exposition, Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament and Benediction on Thursdays, from 3-to 8 PM, in St. John Church, Summerhill. Since Our Blessed Lord cannot be left alone on the altar, we need more parishioner-volunteers to visit, pray, and be present to Our Lord Jesus during these hours of exposition.  Chaplet of Divine Mercy and Rosary are prayed at 3:00 pm.  We need to implore God to bring a quick and immediate end to the coronavirus.
