ASH WEDNEDSAY, is February 17th.  Masses are at IC at 8:00 AM and 5:00 PM, and at SJ at Noon & 7 PM.  Ashes will be distributed at all the Masses, but according to the recommendations from Rome and a directive from Bishop Mark  the Pastor will pray a silent prayer over the ashes then “sprinkle” the ashes on the top of the heads instead of placing ashes on individual foreheads. Fr Leon thinks it is best to distribute ashes at the end of mass as all departs the church.  During Lent, Stations of the Cross will be on Fridays (starting Feb. 19) at 6 PM at SJ and at IC on Wednesdays (starting February 24) at 6 PM.  Please note the time change for the Stations of the Cross.
ASH Wednesday and Good Friday are days of fast and abstinence.  All Fridays in Lent are days of abstinence.  Fasting refers to only one full meal, with two small meals and no eating otherwise for the day.  Abstinence refers to not eating meat at all during the day.  All who have reached their 14th year are obliged to Abstain.  The Church directs fasting to all those in their 18th year until their 60th year.  Remember pregnant women, the sick, infirmed, elderly are Exempt.
SJ & IC SPECIAL COLLECTION on Ash Wednesday will be for the Mandeville Diocese.  Please use the special envelope that is in your pack.  Please be as generous as you can.

SJ & IC:  Since it is time to resume IN-PERSON CCD CLASSES, please be advised that we may do so in the months of MARCH and APRIL 2021, as follows:  Grades 1 – 6, will attend on Sundays, March 7 & 21; Grades 7 – 11, will attend on Sundays, March 14 & 28.
